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The Northland Vietnam Veterans Memorial Foundation was established in 1994 with
twofold purpose.

He then went on
to a Navy Orthopedic Residency at AUS Naval Hospital Portsmouth, VA, followed by
children's orthopedics at Kernan Hospital, Baltimore, MD. In 1968 Dr. Budd served with
the 3rd Marine Battalion, 3rd Marine Division in | Corp Field Hospitals in Vietnam.
After Vietham he was stationed at US Naval Hospital Yokosuka, Japan. He retired form
Naval Reserve in 1992. In 1972 he and his family moved to Duluth where he was
employed at the Duluth Clinic, started his own private practice and joined Orthopedic
Associates in 1983. He was a consulting orthopedic surgeon for the VA out-patient clinic
in Superior, WI. He retired from medical practice in 1999.
